


















MTC Study of Parking Policy: Findings 

• No “one size fits all”: Case studies showed 
diversity of urban settings, management tools

• Overall city policy is framework for district-
specific policies

• Community, stakeholder involvement is key
• Good data and analysis important
• Phased implementation works best (not 

everything at once)
• Fees, prices more accepted if benefit is visible 
• Monitoring and evaluation of implementation 

essential

I. Setting the Stage & Existing Policy
Analysis

• Solicit input from stakeholders
• City officials & staff
• Neighborhood representatives
• Businesspersons
• Community outreach
• Stakeholder interviews

• Review policy framework/existing 
data

• Develop objectives



II. Parking Regulatory Framework

• Explore off-street parking policy
• Denver’s existing off-street parking 

regulations
• Zoning
• Design standards
• “Green” parking facilities

• Recommend best practices



III. On-street Resource Management

• Assess on-street parking issues
• Regulations
• Rate structures
• Enforcement, pricing, wayfinding, 

information dissemination
• Residential permit programs

• Recommend best practices



IV. Parking Partnerships/
Finance and Organizational

• Review Denver’s existing 
organizational structure

• Recommend parking partnerships 
and financing best practices to meet 
parking policy objectives throughout 
community
