Location:  South Platte River near the 15th Street Bridge 
 
Synopsis:  On August 24th, 1975 nineteen year old Rebecca Bell went to 
spend the night at a family member’s home.  The following day Rebecca 
was unaccounted for and a Missing Persons Report was filed with the 
Denver Police Department.  On August 26th, 1975 construction workers 
discovered Rebecca Bell within the South Platte River near the 15th Street 
Bridge.  An autopsy determined that Rebecca’s death was the result of 
drowning.  However, due to the suspicious circumstances surrounding 
Rebecca’s disappearance and other injuries that Rebecca Bell sustained, 
this case was investigated as a homicide. 
 
The Denver Police Department’s Cold Case Unit is seeking information that 
will lead to the arrest and prosecution of the suspect(s) responsible for this 
murder.  If you have information that could assist with this or any other
